Call to Order
President Neal called the meeting to order and a quorum
was verified.  Guests were recognized and made
welcome.

Lieutenant Colonel Neal presented Brigadier General
William Johnson with a plaque from NGAA in
appreciation of General Johnson’s long and unwavering
support of the association.  General Johnson expressed
his thanks and his appreciation for all the members of
the board of directors and the work they do.

Old Business
Minutes of the 2 October 2007 board meeting were
reviewed.  A motion was made, seconded and carried to
approve the minutes as written.

Kenny Moix presented a three-year audit proposal from
the firm of Priddy and Holifield for approval.  He said the
association has a good working relationship with Priddy
and Holifield, and they offer a very competitive price.  A
motion was made, seconded and carried to approve the
contract as proposed.

New Business

Finance and Insurance
The finance and insurance reports as of 30 November
2007 were reviewed.  There were no questions, and a
motion was made, seconded and carried to accept the
finance and insurance reports as presented.

LTC Moix introduced Mr. Bill Lamb, the newest member
of the NGAA staff, and said Mr. Lamb is working
membership and dues for the association.

Mr. Lamb provided board representatives with a copy of
their units’ officer listings as shown in the NGAA
database and asked everyone to update those and
return them to him as soon as possible.  He invited
anybody that has questions to contact him at the NGAA
office.  Questioned as to whether individuals can pay
NGAA dues only and not NGAUS dues, Colonel Sears
responded that the board of directors determined some
three years back not to separate the dues.  He explained
that NGAUS’s primary source of income is through dues,
and without NGAUS the state associations are
ineffective.  He added that 95 percent plus of our
benefits comes from the federal government; and



NGAUS lobbies, tracks legislation, testifies before
committees, etc., on our behalf.  For these reasons, it is
crucial that the dues not be separated.

Board members were asked to approve the board
representative changes listed below:

Major Timothy Taylor to fill the unexpired term of 1LT
Brian Taylor representing the 77th Aviation Brigade
through April 2008.

Major Jason Duvall to fill the unexpired term of CPT
Bettye Dufour representing 1-114th Aviation through April
2008.

1LT Yvette Coleman to fill the unexpired term of CPT
Robert Mock representing the AR ARNG Medical
Command through April 2009.

Major Marshall Cooney to fill the unexpired term of MAJ
Greg Stanger representing NGMTU through April 2009.

A motion was made, seconded and carried to approve
the appointments listed above.

NGAA General Conference Planning
Lieutenant Colonel Neal discussed the initial planning
assumptions for the upcoming state conference.  He
said the conference format will remain basically
unchanged from previous years.  It is estimated that 200
lodging rooms will be required.  Registration fee will be
$65, the same as last year.  Seating for 300 at the
business session and 400 for the banquet are the
anticipated requirements.  No activity is scheduled for
Sunday morning.  The current plan for speakers at the
business session includes inviting Arkansas Governor
Mike Beebe and Lieutenant General Blum, Chief,
National Guard Bureau.  The plan for the Saturday
evening banquet is to locate a humorous speaker.  Two
names have been suggested to LTC Parnell.  Board
representatives were invited to suggest possible banquet
speakers to LTC Parnell.

Board representatives were asked for their thoughts
about a hosted luncheon for all conference attendees on
Saturday as was done at last year’s conference.  The
consensus was that this is a good idea and it was
decided to do that again at this year’s conference.

Questioned whether second lieutenants, WO1’s and
ROTC cadets would be offered complimentary

conference registration again this year, it was
determined that this should be offered again and should
include first lieutenants as well.  A motion was made,
seconded and carried to approve complimentary
registration for all lieutenants, WO1’s and ROTC cadets.

Committee Reports

Awards Committee, Capt Michael Culley
Captain Culley is in contact with the individual that
worked the awards at last year’s conference and has
established all the necessary contacts.

Banquet/Ball, Maj Deane Thomey/Capt Fred Lee
Captain Lee has made contact with the banquet
coordinator for the Embassy Suites.  They will basically
be working off the same basic structure and menu as
last year.

Business Session, Lt Col Scott Brinker
Colonel Brinker has been in contact with the hotel and
has information from past years’ conferences and will
visit with Colonel Sears about everything else that is
needed.

Company Grade Officer Awards, MAJ Erica Ingram
Colonel Sears reported that he has visited with Major
Ingram about getting the letter out soliciting nominations.
She is aware of the 90-day timeframe.

Exhibits, CPT Pamela Ausburn
Some of the exhibitor packets have been sent out, and
others will be sent in the near future.  Captain Ausburn
asked for volunteers to serve on the committee.

Friday Activities, Maj Tenise Gardner/Maj Tammy Culley
Lieutenant Colonel Cusumano reported that Major
Gardner and Major Culley have cost information from
last year’s conference and are looking at ideas for the
Friday evening event.

Golf Tournament, MAJ Shannon Stone
The tournament will be at the Shadow Valley Golf
Course in Rogers, one of the top courses in the state.  It
will be a 2-man scramble with lunch and prizes provided.

Nominations, BG Richard Swan
General Swan asked everybody for their help in
identifying Army NG nominees for second vice president.
Let him know of individuals that might be interested in
serving in this position.  He encouraged everyone to



keep the deployed units informed concerning the
nominations process.

Parade of Commanders/Sergeant-at-Arms, LTC Jay
Stout
Major Stone reported that LTC Stout is on track and
knows what needs to be done.

Past Presidents’ Activities, COL Don Sears
Colonel Sears expounded on the earlier decision to offer
a hosted luncheon on Saturday for all conferees and
their guests again this year.   He said last year’s
luncheon was hosted by Recovery Management, Inc.
(RMI), owned by Lieutenant Colonel Mike Merritt.  RMI is
a corporate member of NGAA, and Colonel Merritt has
indicated that his organization will continue to partner
with the association and will host the luncheon again this
year.

As concerns past presidents’ activities, tradition has
been to get those officers together for a luncheon on
Saturday at the conference.  Many of the past presidents
come to the conference specifically to attend this activity,
so the group will dine together in a private or semi-
private area in order to visit with one another but will
utilize the same menu as the conference-wide luncheon.

He
added that there were some damages to the hospitality
rooms last year that were settled by NGAA.  Colonel
Sears will contact the hotel and do his very best to get
free second floor hospitality rooms again this year.

Butterbaugh vs. Department of Justice
A July 2003 Federal court ruling stated that current technician employees may be eligible for restoration of
leave (up to four days annually) if certain conditions applied.  Retired or separated technicians may be entitled
to back pay if such conditions applied.  Claims may be filed as far back as the technicians’ dates of hire.  The
most current forms and guidance for f i l ing a claim are avai lable onl ine at
http://www.dfas.mil/civilianpay/butterbaughcaseinfo/Butterbaugh.pdf, or assistance may be obtained by phone
at (703) 607-5047.

The crux of the case is some technicians performed military duty and were charged military leave during their
technician non-workdays, usually over weekends, while performing 15 days of annual training.  They were
“harmed” when they were charged leave or leave without pay (LWOP) to perform subsequent required military
duty.  IMPORTANT:  To file a successful claim for reinstatement of leave for current technicians or
compensation for retired or separated employees, the individual must prove that leave or LWOP was
improperly charged during technician non-workdays.  The biggest challenge for most claimants has been
locating required civilian documentation such as time and attendance forms, technician leave forms, or leave
and earnings statements.

The Arkansas National Guard Human Resources Office at Camp Robinson will assist with locating documents
for current, retired or separated technicians.  Proof of military duty can usually be ascertained, but civilian leave
documentation may not be available for years prior to 1996.  Technicians are advised to search for their
personal copies of technician  leave or other evidence to support their claims.  The point of contact for filing an
administrative claim is MSG Connie Emerson at  501-212-4205 or e-mail connie.emerson@ar.ngb.army.mil.
